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THIS IS THE year to enjoy east coast 
hospitality!

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area. This year, delegates and family 
members will be able to take part in several 
optional tours. 

On Wednesday, July 5, join in a half-day 
guided tour of beautiful Peggy’s Cove. Visit 
the world’s most photographed lighthouse, 
explore the quaint fishing village and savour 
the sea safely on the rugged rocks. You’ll be 
transported by coach bus, which leaves 
Halifax at noon. This optional tour costs 
$40.25 per person, taxes included.

On Thursday, July 6, explore the streets 
of historic downtown Halifax aboard the 
Harbour Hopper, a unique amphibious 
vehicle. You’ll stop  at points of interest such 
as St. Paul’s Church, Citadel Hill, the 
Halifax Public Gardens (designated a 
National Historic Site in 1984), Government 
House, City  Hall, the Maritime Museum of 
the Atlantic and more. This is a city by the 
sea, so what better way to explore it than by 
casting off into the harbour. You’ll learn all 
about the harbour’s history, including the 
Halifax Explosion. This optional tour begins 
at 10am and costs $42.67 (adults), $38.40 
(seniors), $24.37 (youth age 6 to 15), $14.62 
(children age 1 to 5), taxes included.

Museum of Immigration at  Pier 21 on Thursday, July  6, 
at 2:45pm. The museum is just steps from the host 
hotel. Discover the museum’s exhibition dedicated to 
the years when Pier 21 was open as an immigration 
shed.

all over the world in a 20-minute contemporary film. 
Research your family’s immigration history  in the 
Scotiabank Family History Centre and add your 
immigration story to its growing collection.

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ONCE AGAIN, THE annual CASSA conference will feature top leaders as keynote 
speakers. The “Healthy Schools, Healthy  Communities, Healthy Futures” theme at 
the 2017 event will feature two experts in mental health: Dr. Stan Kutcher and Dr. 
Kathryn Short. They join the list of expert speakers at previous conferences such 
as Dr. Paula Barrett, Dr. Michael Fullan and the late Dr. Fraser Mustard.

Opening Keynote Speaker: Dr. Stan Kutcher
Dr. Kutcher is an internationally renowned expert in adolescent mental health 

and an international leader in mental health research, advocacy, training, policy and 
services innovation working at the IWK Health Centre and Dalhousie University.

He first stepped into the role of Sun Life Financial Chair in Adolescent Mental 
Health in the fall of 2006. Prior to accepting the chair, Dr. Kutcher was Dalhousie’s Medical School’s first Associate 
Dean of International Medical Development and Research. He first joined Dalhousie in the 1990s as professor and 
Department Head of Psychiatry.

He is the author of more than 300 scientific papers and numerous medical textbooks. Dr. Kutcher continues to 
break new ground in the vital area of mental health. He has received numerous awards and honours locally, nationally 
and internationally for his work, including the Order of Nova Scotia, Excellence in Education Award (CACAP), Best 
Doctor in Canada Award, Doctors Nova Scotia Health Promotion Award, Dr. John Savage Memorial Award for 

outstanding humanitarian contributions to global health, Canadian College of 
Neuropsychopharmacology  Gold Medal, Lifetime Achievement Award of the 
Canadian Psychiatric Research Foundation and the Ruedy Award for Innovation 
in Medical Association from the Association of Faculties of Medicine Canada. 
A distinguished fellow of the Canadian Psychiatric Association and a Fellow of 
the Canadian Academy of Health Sciences, Dr. Kutcher has been honoured by 
the Canadian Psychiatric Association with the JM Cleghorn Award for his 
contribution to mental health research and the Paul Patterson Award for his 
innovations in psychiatric education.
Internationally, Dr. Kutcher has been involved in mental health work in over 20 
countries. One of his recent projects was leading the development of a national 

child and youth mental health framework for Canada: Evergreen. Dr. Kutcher’s current focus is on knowledge 
translation pertaining to improving mental health literacy, mental health care in schools and primary care, and the 
development, application and evaluation of an electronic personal health record that focuses on youth mental health 
engagement and self-care. He continues his innovative youth mental health development and research across Canada, 
and globally in China, South America, Latin America and Africa.

Dr. Short is a clinical child psychologist with research and practice interests 

that focus on school mental health promotion, knowledge mobilization and 
implementation science. She is the Director for School Mental Health ASSIST, a 
provincial team designed to help Ontario school boards to support student mental 
health and well-being.

She was appointed to the Mental Health and Addictions Leadership Advisory 
Council for the Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care, and is the Chair for the 
Mental Health Promotion, Prevention and Early Intervention Work Group  for the 
Council. She has also recently  been invited to serve on the Student Well-Being 
Advisory  Committee for the Ministry  of 
Education.

Dr. Short is a member of the national 
School-Based Mental Health and Substance 
Abuse Consortium, and led the Knowledge 
Translation and Exchange Team for this 
association of Canadian researchers and school 
mental health practitioners on a national project 
for the Mental Health Commission of Canada. 
She also chairs the newly formed School Mental 
Health International Leadership  Exchange, also 
known as SMHILE.
